This program supports U.S. postdoctoral biomedical, social, and behavioral scientists in the formative stages of their careers to conduct research in, or extend their research into, developing countries.  It provides the successful candidate with a period of mentored research as part of an established collaboration between a U.S. sponsor and a leading developing country scientist at an internationally recognized research institution in a developing country.  It is expected that this experience will prepare scientists to pursue an international research career involving on-going collaboration with developing country scientists on global health challenges.
So who does provide fellowships that nonimmigrants can apply for? Many private organizations, the majority of which address only a narrow slice of--usually biomedical--science, support nonimmigrant science trainees. Regional affiliates of the American Heart Association offer predoc and postdoc fellowships; these are available to foreign nationals in the U.S. on all the common student and scientist nonimmigrant visas. These disease-related private foundations are too many and diverse to enumerate and describe here, but anyone with an Internet connection can find all the information they need on these organizations, at GrantsNet and other places.
