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Andrew Rundle, DrPH,  Associate Professor of Epidemiology, Department of Epidemiology, Mailman School of Public Health, Columbia University NY, NY.
Dr. Andrew Rundle’s research focuses on physical activity and body weight with a primary interest in whether sedentary lifestyles and overweight/obesity are risk factors for cancer development.  This work includes; investigations of the individual and neighborhood determinants of physical activity and body weight, molecular epidemiologic investigations of mechanisms through which physical activity may prevent cancer, and studies of associations between activity and cancer incidence. Dr. Rundle also is involved in research investigating whether environmental causes of prostate cancer.  Dr. Rundle is also engaged in research to improve epidemiologic methodology and on the application of epidemiologic methodology to other fields. Current work is focused on the application of advanced epidemiologic study design to biomarker discovery using “-omic” approaches.  

In addition to his teaching responsibilities at the Mailman School, which include the Environmental Epidemiology and Molecular Epidemiology courses, he has been a lectured at the Columbia School of Social Work and for five years taught epidemiology to journalism students at New York University.  Dr. Rundle has taught internationally as part of IARC's international training workshops on Molecular Epidemiology.  Dr. Rundle has served as a scientific and health advisor to EHE-International, BMW America, Kraft Foods and Schlumberger.
