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Dr. Kreutzer is Chief of the Environmental Health Investigations Branch, CDPH, and Associate Professor of Epidemiology and Biostatistics at the University of South Florida. He supervises a broad range of environmental public health assessment activities, including cancer cluster investigations and studies of environmental carcinogenesis; studies of adverse reproductive outcomes; investigations of health impacts from waste sites; consumer products and nutritional supplements; pesticide exposure assessment; exposure to molds and mycotoxins; asthma and autism surveillance; and bioterrorism late-phase response. Dr. Kreutzer has served as Principal Investigator for two grants funded by the Centers for Disease Control on asthma surveillance in California. Dr. Kreutzer has also hosted and co-chaired a statewide conference on the state of knowledge about asthma and its implications for research and public policy in California. Dr. Kreutzer is also Principal Investigator for an Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry Cooperative Agreement to perform public health assessments. Dr. Kreutzer has authored or co-authored publications on asthma hospitalizations, multiple chemical sensitivities, and hazardous waste. Dr. Kreutzer received his M.D. degree in 1982 at the University of Pennsylvania.
During his tenure at EHIB he has overseen the training and advancement of many staff, the recruitment and training of many post-doctoral trainees, graduate student trainees, EIS officers, as well as numerous undergraduate interns. Under his direction, EHIB has also carried out a wide range of interagency collaborations, federal-state cooperative agreements with the CDC, EPA, ATSDR, HUD, among others.
