According to epidemic data released by WHO and China CDC, combined with major flu epidemic prevalence in history, development process, prevention and control measures were analyzed and summarized. By analyzing the Influenza A H1N1 influenza outbreak processes from local to global and the preventive, control measures of asian countries, and some experiences and lessons were learned from them. Then combined with large-scale flu outbreak in history development direction of epidemic situation will be predicted.

Animal health systems played a very important role in prevention and control of animal diseases. Based on comparing the animal health systems of Australia with the veterinary medical system in China, some strategies was obtained for establishing a more reasonable official veterinary system and animal health system in China, thus speeding up the integration process of veterinary and human medical public health system.
4. “Epidemiological Analysis on Injury in Linxia Hui Autonomous Prefecture Hospital of Gansu Province”, contributed to Modern Preventive Medicine, May 2009

Analysis on injury data of the Linxia Hui Autonomous Prefecture to provide scientific supports for intervention and control of injury. In the injury cases, the proportion of male is more than that of female; the 19 to 35 age group is the highest age group; the number of cases is on the rise and there are more cases in summer than other seasons'; head injury and chest trauma are the most happened injury type. There are more female pople than male in poisoning cases; drug poisoning and poisoning had the highest incidence. In Linxia Hui Autonomous Prefecture，juvenile and young residents have serious injury incidence, so comprehensive preventive measures should be taken to reduce the injury from occurring.

7. “Preliminary Analysis of 34302 Emergency Cases in Linxia Hui Autonomous Prefecture”, carried in Chinese Primary Health Care, January 2009

A retrospective investigation and analysis was made of the medical records of 34302 emergency cases in Linxia Hui Autonomous Prefecture Hospital hospital of Gansu province. Results showed that injury, poisoning, digestive system disease and respiratory disease were the first three kinds of disease treated by the emergency department. Male emergency cases outnumbered female ones; the ages of emergency cases averaged 34.79, with patients of the age group running from 19 to 35 being the largest in number in nine kinds of disease and the age group under 11 in another nine kinds of disease. Therefore, high-incidence diseases should focus on prevention. It is necessary to attach importance to enhance male health care. Emergency medical treatment disease has the age characteristic.
8. “Construction of Animal Health Systems”, carried in Journal of Animal Science and Veterinary Medicine, January 2009
Animal health systems initially established in Australia, Canada and other countries, played a very important role in prevention and control of animal diseases. However, China does not have a complete system of official veterinarian now. After the epidemic of SARS(Severe Acute Respiratory Syndromes) virus in 2003, China should enhance the construction of official system according to other countries that havd builded it.
