Weekly Report
This week was the fourth week in the USA, and was an especially good week for me. I really felt so much the culture differences between China and other countries in this week. 
At first, I took part in an English Course from Monday to Thursday in Albany Adult School. Many people from different countries attended this class, which included Russia, Mexico, Iraq, Japan, Korea, Brazil etc.; it was the first time I attended a training class with so many foreigners. And I have been thinking about the other countries; they have superior English ability to me, especially with pronunciation since I began studying English at the middle school. There are many more differences between Chinese and English than other languages.  But I found that was not the case, many people had obvious accents and poor pronunciation. However, everyone from the other countries spoke English bravely and always took chances to speak. This firmly impressed me. As for English, these years, when I studied in the college, I commanded a large vocabulary and always passed tests more easily than my classmate. But I always felt so nervousness for poor pronunciation that I was timid about speaking. From this experience, I learned that I should speak English any-time and any-where bravely.
On Sunday, I visited San Francisco, when they celebrated one of the more colorful and prominent Gay Pride Festivals with a subject “To Form a More Perfect Union” in the world. I was touched much by many aspects. San Francisco has a rich and lengthy history of gay rights, and the city's Pride events are well-attended, well-organized, and great fun for visitors, and with gay marriage having been legalized in May 2008, and then faced with a voter repeal in the name of Proposition 8 in November 2008. Even so, I found may gays have been struggling for the marriage right so many years, and watched two old guys hugging happily with a slogan which said “we lived together 58 years”. The other touching things I also found were the other slogan named “AIDS and LIFECYCLE”, and how the friends welcomed each other with open arms while one guy was in the audience and the other was on parade, all were very frank. But not the same in other countries of Asia, especially in China where the gay guy always keeps it a secret from others.     
Also, we had the regular meeting with Dr. Kreutzer. And he gave a lesson to us about some issues relating to government organization model. I did learn much from this course; more deeply understood how the government works. 
All this is just a start, and I believe that day-to-day work or life will help me probe more deeply into cultural differences between China and America over the next five months. These experiences absolutely will broaden my vision.
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
