Weekly Report
This week, we had a special three-day experience; we attended the 2009 CEF Fall Camp in Alliance Redwoods Conference Grounds from Friday to Sunday, which was sponsored by campus evangelistic fellowship in USA. The attendees, nearly two hundred people, mostly were the new students or visiting scholars of UC Berkeley, Stanford, UC San Francisco and UC Davis from China. At first, we thought it was a workshop for new guys on how to get used to the work or life in USA.
The religious culture was really mysterious, absolutely, attractive to many people. Among these speakers, most of them were atheistic in China, but now they spoke as a priest or the son of God and hoped that more people believed the being of God. Even a girl I met in the fall camp, who is studying for the medical PHD in a university of China and a visiting scholar at UC Davis for two months, has turned into a disciple of God after being in the US for just one month.
This was the first time I attended such a big meeting and heard so many presentations organized by a Church relating to God. There were contradictions between the speeches and our education in China, where we have grown up in a non religious environment, covered by the atheistic Anti-God ad campaign. 
I was very astonished that people actually and from the bottom of their heart believed in God. Perhaps I could apprehend the religion in a way, which also is only special culture, the same to the atheistic Anti-God. Some people have faith and some people don’t have, all these construe a multi-cultural world.
This week, I also attended the BT meeting, began sitting in the emergency response & outbreak investigation class in UC Berkeley, and continued reviewing literatures for amending final paper outline and had a regular meeting with Dr. Kreutzer.
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
