Weekly Report
This week was the third week in the USA, and was very busy for me.
On Monday, we had the regular meeting with Dr. Kreutzer. This was the second meeting. And we talked about some issues relating to the work and life last week. Then Dr. Kreutzer described the course schedule for us; he would talk about some topics like government organization model, budget, bills etc. over the next six months. 
I took part in a Healthy Housing Symposium from Tuesday to Wednesday in San Francisco. This was the first time I attended a completely English speaking meeting. And it was difficult for me to understand just by listening, but I could catch most of the meaning by a combination of listening and PowerPoint. I learned much how to maintain healthy housing, especially the Seven Principles for a Healthy Home, including dry, clean, ventilated, pest-free, safe, contaminant-free, and maintained. In particular, it impressed me firmly, how completely different this was from other meetings I have attended. There was such positive interaction between speakers and the audience. The audience always asked many question on the topic. 

Wednesday afternoon after the meeting, we visited China Town and Lombard Street with Lixia. This street is best known for the one way section on Russian Hill between Hyde and Leavenworth Streets, in which the roadway has nine sharp turns that have earned the street being named, “the most crooked street in world." The switchbacks were designed to reduce the hill's natural grade and to reduce traffic accidents and serious hazards to pedestrians that would occur if the street was too steep for most vehicles. Later, we visited the sea, which was especially beautiful. I found some guys catching fish with bait, but I felt very sick, because the bait wasn’t some other material, just the fish body itself. This seemed too brutal.
The other things I did included watching some 《Friends》, which was established by NBC TV, and listening to the VOA everyday in order to improve my English comprehension. In summary, this was a busy week for me. 
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
