Weekly Report
I was pleased with myself this week. I finished editing the outline and wrote the introduction or the first section. At first I reviewed and classified many abstracts and some full texts relating to the occupational safety protection of health care workers. Then I examined the first outline draft, I have established, which needed to be amended much. There were many papers about the occupational safety protection including  several reviews; however and since the SARS outbreak in 2003, there are many articles on interventions (e.g. PPE N 95 mask). But as for the effectiveness of measures, although some authors paid attention to and reviewed this issue, it suffered from many limitations such as small sample size of the study and other confounding factors; there still wasn’t a systemic assessment. And there are many new assessment studies on this topic after 2005, so I think this point is very interesting and deserve paying close attention to. I look forward to discussing it with Dr. Kreutzer in next regular meeting.
This week, I also attended BT meeting and a presentation named Chemical Regulation Policy: From Brown to Green to Clean, which the topic was very interesting and useful for me to understand the chemical control in USA.  Also I attended the emergency response & outbreak investigation class in UC Berkeley and had a regular meeting with Dr. Kreutzer.
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
