Weekly report

This week I concentrated myself on writing the conclusion of my final report. I finished most parts of the first edition of the report except the abstract and the reference. It was easy to draw out the conclusion of application of biomonitoring in risk assessment, however, it was hard to address debates about this topic because there is no opposite opinion. Besides writing the report, I met with Dr. Duc who is the chief of infectious disease control branch at Tuesday afternoon to consult foodborne disease surveillance in California. Dr. Duc used to work in U.S. CDC for four years and he is one of the six creators of the FoodNet. In addition, he is in charge of the foodborne disease surveillance in California as one of the ten sites of FoodNet around U.S. Therefore, he is very knowledgeable and experienced in this field. He introduced the foodborne disease surveillance system in California roundly. I made sense how California conduct the FoodNet, PulseNet and complaint response system. He also gave me some suggestion about establishing surveillance or developing studies on foodborne disease after I presented briefly what we have done and what is the challenge for us in Shanghai. I learned a lot through the talk with him.

I met with Dr. Anna Fan in OEHHA on Wednesday. She is the chief of hazard assessment section. She introduced me what her section does after we chatted for a while. I also addressed the responsibilities of my department and my project in Shanghai which focuses on the risk assessment of cadmium in cray fish. I illustrated some data of cadmium concentration and consumption investigation that I had collected. David, a staff in her section, and she gave me a lot of suggestions about how to analyze the data and how to write a risk assessment report. She will give me another presentation in the middle of November which is the same topic as she presented in China three weeks ago.
