Attend the activity of Bay Trail Restoration

They volunteer to recruit or invite some young peoples to come to East Bay Trail regularly, in order to protect native plants, restore original natural environment and keep ecological balance in the Easy Bay. Some of them are students from the Purple Lotus School (Union City) and some are member of Students Toxicology Association (Cal). Then Jane showed us some pictures and told us that lots of adventive plants grew everywhere now, most native plants were disappearing and original ecologic environment was destroyed. So they began to protect the native plant in East Bay several years ago and the circumstance became better in return for their endeavor. We joined them soon and chatted with them with happy. When we were working, Jane told us much knowledge on native plants of Easy bay as well as several funny stories about these plants. What’s more, Tom taught us how to plant a kind of plant named Yampah. We planted ten baby-plants totally and inserted some color flags in soil near them as sign of caution. Before we finished our work, we pulled out the invasive grass around some trees’ roots with our hands. 

We felt very tired and muscle became much soured after 4 hours work, but I think it was worthy. I enjoyed this meaningful weekend.
