Differences compared with Shanghai
It is my first time to American. An entirely new world shows to me, something are within my expectation and the more are beyond my though. Compared with Shanghai, there are many differences worthy to be taken down. Since I draw these conclusions according to my primary impressions of only two weeks, they are maybe biased and even faulty.

To my first impression, the US environment is very well and there are less people and more cars. In some US cities, even in San Francisco I rarely can met several people when I walked on some avenues or streets. Maybe most people were hiding in their cars. Every road is full of cars here and the whole city looks like a huge parking lot.
