	The 14th Street Clinic and Medical Group has sharply focused its mission on building resilience and facilitating recovery for people with substance use disorders. It works to improve the quality of substance abuse prevention practices, to prevent HIV cross infection, to promote the quality and availability of substance abuse treatment services for individuals and families who need them.

As we have seen, the clinic is not very large, but everything seems orderly, compact and warm. Every patient seems calm, be respected and understood there. If a drug addict goes to the clinic, the nurses get him/her basic information from computer at first. Then the patient can ask for consulting, receive regular physical and chemical examination. At last, he /she will be given different methadone treatment plan according to his/her own situation. If the patient feels any uncomfortable, he/she can propose straightforward to change his/her treatment plan. The clinic opens everyday, and on Monday-Friday it opens from 5:30 AM to 12:30 PM. The reason for opening so earlier is to be conveniet for the patients to take treatment before they go to work.
The methadone treatment in shanghai is just at the initial phase, and not as the USA for the purpose of criminal, our main purpose is to prevent HIV infection. But there is still something we can learn from the 14th Street Clinic and Medical Group, that is everything must be considerate for receiver and no any discrimination.
