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Although my training in the USA is drawing to a close, I still worked hard to learn as much as I can. On Monday morning, I had a meeting with Dr. Rick to find out what else I could do during the remaining two weeks. I decided to scan all the paper documents for the training into computer and wrote an evaluation about the training program. On Tuesday afternoon, I attended the BIG meeting of CECBP, in which we continuing the discussion on criteria for participation in the pilot lab study. On Wednesday morning, I attended the Bioterrisom meeting, in which Dr. Kathryn M. Hansen from MDL gave a presentation on California Statewide Laboratory Emergency Response Plan (CalLRN). In her presentation, Dr. Hansen introduced the target of CalLRN, the structure of LMAC group, and the Golden Guardian 2008. I thought it was very helpful to for our future work on emergency preparedness. 

Besides all these meetings, I finished a new version of my final paper. In this 4.0 version, I went through all the suggestions given by Dr. Gayle, Dr. Rick and Dr. Frank to make the paper more fluent in English. I also changed the structure of the paper to make it more organized. 
I spent two days to scan the paper documents of the training program into computer. Thanks to the copy machine of EHIB, which has the function of scanning and sending images into computer, it took far less time than I had supposed. During the scanning process, I also went over my activities in the five and half months, which was helpful for me to finish a summary of the training program. In the summary, I summarized all my achievements from the program: I got fundamental training of applied epidemiology; I learned advanced technologies of laboratory, especially in sample collection, storage and analysis for molecular epidemiology; I was well trained in research project management; I made great progresses in English ability and I got comprehensive understanding of American culture.
