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This week I finished the main part of my final paper on biobank. I still have the abstract, the appendix and the references to be added to the paper, but I am glad that the main draft was finished.

Other works of the week included: talking with Pro. Kathy DeRiemer from UC Davis on drug resistant TB on Monday noon; attending the lecture on Health Education/Promotion Resources on Tuesday morning; attending TIAG Meeting 5 on Wednesday; attending CECBP BIG meeting on Criteria for Selecting Collaborators on Thursday afternoon. 

Presently, I am interested in Tracking Program and Biomonitoring Program because they seem to be related. The analysis of chemicals in human specimens may be related to the environmental exposure and diseases registry information. Another reason is that by attending these two programs, I could see the progress of a program. The Tracking program is in its 3rd years of a 5-year-plan, while Biomonitoring Program is still in its first year. They show me how a program is designed, developed and continued in the future. In fact, on BIG meeting we were discussing the pilot study design; while on TIAG Meeting 5, we examined the context of Tracking in CA now and created a Practical vision for Tracking in CA in 2013.

In a word, attending these programs gave me insights into program development and evolution in spite of my being unable to participate in a special program from beginning to end. I believe what I have learned here will benefit my future work in SCDC.
